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Introduction

What is Twentyfourseven?  twentyfourseven is a full time internship partnering with West Texas Youth Alive in Lubbock, TX.  It is our passion to be engulfed in God’s presence and to see that flame ignited in others.  

The dream to have a full time studentship program and internship finally came into realization in the fall of 2004 in the studentship program called Consumed.  The founders of Consumed, Chris Murdoch and Todd Starnes, desired to see revival explode in West Texas.  After Chris became the District Youth Director for the West Texas Assemblies of God, Todd continued with Consumed for one more year.  Then, Todd was appointed as District Youth Alive Director and decided to focus his attention on Youth Alive before continuing with a full time studentship program.  Now that Youth Alive is growing strong in West Texas it is time to bring the dream of full time studentship back to fruition.  Young people are hungry to experience the Holy Spirit and learn to be led by the Spirit.  Twentyfourseven is committed to bring students to a place of intimacy with the Holy Spirit and help them on their journey to fulfill the Great Commission, changing the destiny of a generation!
There are four key components of Twentyfourseven.

Consecration

The words of Jesus in Luke 9:23-24, “If anyone would come after me, he must deny himself and take up his cross daily and follow me. For whoever wants to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for me will save it.”  We are committed to be students of Jesus Christ.  Our lives are dedicated simply to follow Jesus—to be who He wants us to be, and to go where He wants us to go. A.W. Tozer stated, “It is easy to learn the doctrine of personal revival and victorious living; it is quite another thing to take our cross and plod the bitter hill of self-renunciation. 

Intercession 

Prayer is the fundamental key for Twentyfourseven.  E. M. Bounds stated, 

Prayer is far reaching in it influence and its gracious effects.  It is an intense and profound business that deals with God and His plans and purposes, and it takes wholehearted men to do it.  No halfhearted, half-brained, half-spirited effort will do for this serious, all-important, heavenly business.  The whole heart, the whole brain, and the whole spirit must be engaged in the matter of praying, which is to affect so mightily the characters and destinies of men.

Students will experience the depth of intercession and intimacy with the God.  We are a generation that will cry aloud for revival, for justice, and for God to manifest himself in this day.

Through our consecration and intercession we believe that a passion for the fullness of God will be ignited within our spirits.  We will have passion in our worship, our service, and our ministries.

Classes and Curriculum:

Students who successfully complete a Twentyfourseven Studentship Ministry program with SAGU have not only enjoyed a year or two of ministry and personal growth, but they also have made significant progress toward a college degree. As much as 24 hours of college credit may be earned through online courses in the Studentship Ministries program.  Students are then ready to begin SAGU’s on-campus program if they so choose. In addition, students successfully completing the courses offered in the Studentship Ministries Academic Plan will have met the educational requirements for the certified minister’s credential through the General Council of the Assemblies of God.

	BIB 1123 Survey of the Old Testament

An overview study of the Old Testament.  Special emphasis is given to the content, genre, theme, historical and geographical setting of each of the books of the Old Testament, along with the intent and purpose of each writer.  How the scriptures were produced and handed down in their present form is briefly reviewed with an emphasis on the Old Testament. (Same as REL 1123)
	BIB 1113 Survey of the New Testament

An overview study of the New Testament.  Special emphasis is given to the content, genre, theme, and historical setting of each of the books of the New Testament, along with the intent and purpose of each writer.  The study includes a unit dealing with the life of Christ, as well as how the Scriptures were produced and handed down in their present form.  (Same as REL 1113)

	BIB 1133 Biblical Prayer as Ministry

A survey of references and examples of prayer throughout the Scriptures.  Biblical prayer is viewed as Christian ministry.  Practical interpretations of the concept are applied to the revealed purposes of God and to the unreached peoples of the world.
	THE 2333 Pentecostal Doctrine & History

An historical theological study of the Pentecostal and Charismatic movements from the beginning of the twentieth century until the present with special attention given to the doctrines of the Assemblies of God.  The theology of the movements is analyzed from a New Testament biblical perspective.

	BIB 2123 Mission of the Church

Biblical teachings and precedents regarding an adequate Christian world view are traced throughout the Old and New Testament.  Special attention is given to the dynamics of evangelism (personal and corporate) and studentship as a response to the Great Commission of Jesus Christ.  Special emphasis is given to the Assemblies of God Missions.
	BIB 2213 Bible Study

Representative passages of Scripture from a variety of genre in both Old and New Testaments will be analyzed and studied in order to learn basic Bible study skills. Special emphasis will be placed on the meaning of Scripture in its historical and literary context.  The student will be introduced to the proper use of basic Bible study tools.

	THE 1113 Person and Work of the Holy Spirit

A study of the person, offices, gifts, and administration of the Holy Spirit.  The guidance of the Holy Spirit for the Christian is stressed.

	CMN 2213 Foundations of Church Ministries

An overview study of the mission and various ministries in the Church.  This course gives students a foundational understanding of the structures and functions of the local church from a biblical and theological perspective.  It also addresses the polity and policies of the Assemblies of God.  Special attention is given to the interpersonal dimension of ministry along with the role of the minister and his family.

Requirements:
Students must maintain at least a 3.0 gpa average to pass educational courses, and a 2.0 gpa in collateral assignments.  Assignments must stay up to date.
Spiritual Journaling:
As you walk with the Lord this year in Twentyfourseven, you will be learning many insights about Jesus, ministry, yourself, life and others.  Even those with a great memory are capable of forgetting valuable insights that the Holy Spirit can bring to our hearts and minds.  We don’t want to lose a single nugget of truth, or wisdom, which God affords us. 

A few key tips on journaling:
· Keep your journal with you during your regular prayer time, worship and Bible study.

· Be willing to stop and write when God brings special insights to you,
· Avoid overly detailed accounts of routine or emotional things unless God has given you particular insight on regard to these details.
· Always date your entries.
· If you want to write in regard to extremely personal issues that might bring embarrassment if others should read, devise your own word codes for sensitive issues.
· Insight into Scriptures should be recorded, even if they aren’t speaking directly to an issue in your life.
The following questions might be helpful to ask at least weekly, particularly if you have not sensed a need to make an entry lately:

1. What has God revealed to you about Himself? His purpose? His ways?

2. What has God done in your life or through your life that has caused you to experience His presence in a particular way this week?

3. What particular person or concern has God impressed you to pray for?

4. What word or guidance has God given you this week? 

5. What adjustment is God leading you to make in your life?

6. What answers to prayer have you seen this week?

You may want to keep a prayer list in your journal with dates of the first prayer on an issue and the date and mode of the answer.  This will be a tremendous faith-builder and a way to save precious testimonies of the faithfulness of God!

Scripture Memory:

Scripture memory is a core value of Twentyfourseven. We believe hiding the Word in your heart is essential to be what God has called you to be and to do what He has called you to do!  In the words of Don Trottman, “Predominant thoughts determine present action.”  

Consequences of not passing:
Students who repeatedly fail scripture tests (lower than an 80%) will be placed on academic probation, which will restrict them from participation in certain activities, or will require them to come in on their day off for studying. They will also be required to take the final exam over all scriptures at the end of the year if a B average isn’t maintained during the year. 

Guidelines and Responsibilities

Curfew:

Curfew is 10:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday and 11:00 p.m. on Friday and Saturday.  Sunday night curfew is 12:00 a.m.  Please be considerate when you are arriving home late.  Don’t slam the doors, play the TV loud, turn on your stereo, etc. 

If you have an emergency and you know you will break curfew, call your leader and let him know about your situation.  
Standard Procedures:
1. The leadership shall decide or approve of where and with whom students will live during their year in Twentyfourseven.

2. Students are to be available for assignment or work six days &/or nights per week.

3. Monday is your day off.  We will try to always keep this open for you. However, on occasion, we may need to be in on Mondays for conferences and special events. When this occurs you will be notified ahead of time.

4. Advanced permission is needed if you desire to go out of town on your day off.

5. Localized activities on your day off do not need prior approval. HOWEVER, any type of commitment, doctor’s appointments, work etc. at any other time, MUST be approved by the Directors ahead of time. 

6. Prior approval is required to be excused from any daily sessions (i.e. Sickness, special circumstances.) Notify the Twentyfourseven staff before 7:00 a.m.

7. Students are not allowed to take leave from the Twentyfourseven yearly schedule, without prior approval.  
8. No first year student is permitted to hold a job while in Twentyfourseven. However, odd jobs on your day off are permitted.

9.
No first year student should commit Twentyfourseven to any job or commit himself or herself to work for anyone. When approached about working or helping, students should direct the person to the Twentyfourseven Office.
Mandatory Activities:

1. Compliance with Twentyfourseven’s “no dating policy”, TWENTYFOURSEVEN Housing guidelines, dress code, & other standing rules and guidelines.

2. On time attendance at group prayer & ALL morning & evening activities.

3. In order to go on a trip, your scriptures must be up to date & your tuition must be paid in full unless pre-approved by the Directors.

4. Favorable recommendations from the staff & completed scripture memory are required in order to get your diploma.

5. The following are mandatory: Sunday morning & Sunday evening services, & Wednesday night service.

6. Horseplay and rough housing must be limited. If you break it, YOU PAY FOR IT!

7. Be respectful and attentive during all classes and services.

8. Be at least 5 minutes early for all activities, including morning prayer, daily classes & work schedules.  Be 15 minutes early for Sunday services.
9. Because of frequent unpredictable changes in scheduling, be FLEXIBLE, it is the call of our ministry to be AVAILABLE.

It is recommended that you have a change of clothes with you each day. Scheduled activities are always subject to change.

Dress Guidelines:

For the sake of maximum capacity to minister to the greatest variety of people, and in the spirit of submissiveness, Twentyfourseven will require a conservative standard of modesty and sensitivity in regard to faddish styles and behaviors. We understand that some students who come to Twentyfourseven will have various convictions and opinions about the appropriateness of styles, dress, hair, habits and behaviors.  But, the heart of the Twentyfourseven concept is to learn to put others before ourselves.  In the Bible, the apostle Paul demonstrated this attitude as he refused to do things his conscience would allow,  to avoid offending his brothers.  Because the Bible is not specific about many contemporary fads, our ability to minister to others takes precedent over our personal freedoms.  Such an attitude is a must for successful involvement in this ministry.  At Twentyfourseven, we don’t want to major on the minors, but we do want to look acceptable to the widest spectrum of people.  If you follow the guidelines and standards, you will be fine.

1. For Sunday Services:

Ladies: A.M. – Dresses or NICE pants (no jeans, shorts or short dresses!)


        P.M. – Dresses or pants or nice jeans 

Gentlemen: A.M. – Suits or slacks, shirts and ties (no shorts or jeans!)



      P.M. – Slacks or jeans 

2. Wednesdays: Casual clothes (Jeans and T-shirts are okay) NO Shorts!!

3. Hospitals, Visitation & Nursing Homes:

 Khakis or Nice Jeans (no T-shirts)

4. Schools:

Jeans or pants (no shorts)

5. Outreach ministry:
Jeans or long shorts

6. Church Ministry:

Twentyfourseven shirt and jeans
7. Everyday activities:

Casual (shorts will be permitted according to specific ministry assignments)

Be well groomed and wear nice clothing.

8. Guys: No earrings

ALWAYS BRING AN EXTRA CHANGE OF CLOTHING

Dating

It is extremely important that you read and understand these guidelines.  The purpose for them is to protect and strengthen your relationship with the Lord. Strict observance of these guidelines is necessary to produce the kind of group unity that is required in Twentyfourseven. Godly male-female relationships are encouraged in Twentyfourseven; however, there is a NO DATING RULE!  Dating is construed whenever a male or female demonstrates, by work or action, that a special couple relationship exists. These guidelines apply even if one of the parties is not part of Twentyfourseven.

General Guidelines

1. No letter writing

2. No internet or e-mail correspondence

3. No kissing or holding hands

4. No private conversations

5. No riding alone in a car (or together as couples) unless on assigned ministry

6. No telephone calls

7. Movies will be watched in a neutral place  

Because the term “dating” is so general, the Directors will make the call if necessary. The following are some examples of what we consider dating.

1. In Group Settings

Constantly sitting together as a couple, setting yourselves apart from the group, engaging in prolonged or “intimate” conversation and demonstrating special attention or affection to a person, different than that shown to the other students. DO NOT use other students to cover for you.  No third wheels!

2. In One–on-One Settings

No riding together in a vehicle without others present, private Bible study, scripture memory or other “learning” activities. No “Prayer Partners” or private meetings at the Home opener’s homes (or anywhere else). EVEN IF the Home opener is aware that they are there, it is not ok!  Do not use your Home opener to help you break the RULES!  Phone conversations that fall into this category are those that are consistently longer than 5 minutes or calls more frequently than twice a week from the same person.

3. The Five-Minute Rule:
Although everyone is different, we have devised a rule of thumb to assist you in preventing emotional attachments.  We ask that students not allow themselves to get into prolonged private conversations with the opposite sex, even those within the program.  What is prolonged? Five Minutes!!  Even if the subject of the conversation is the Bible, ministry or spiritual things, chemistry is a powerful thing! Private phone conversations of even Bible study also come under this guideline.  

a) We ask that no private meetings happen at the home.

b) We ask that you abstain from any “dates” (i.e. eating out, movies, trips, etc.) Only group activities will be allowed, and even then the five-minute rule applies.

c) The Twentyfourseven staff will approach a student whom we deem to be in a dating situation (actual or emotional) and will deal with them according to the staff’s discretion.

d) Flagrant violation of the standard will result in expulsion from the program.

We are trying to be realistic, not legalistic!  It is so easy to lose focus and become emotionally attached to someone. Guard yourself and the prospect of a life-changing experience with us this year!

Bottom Line: You know your intentions and soon everyone else will too.
Financial Schedule/Responsibilities
· Total tuition for a first year Twentyfourseven student is $6,000.00.

· A $35.00 non-refundable application fee is due at the time of application submission. (This amount will be deducted from total tuition.)
· Upon acceptance into Twentyfourseven, there will be a $500.00 non-refundable deposit due by August 1st to secure a position.  (This amount will be deducted from total tuition.)
· Full payment of tuition is due on the first day of Twentyfourseven (August 24, 2008).
